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Foregrounding the work of Jewish women writers in Canada serves to enhance our understanding
of the sociocultural complexity that has developed within the context of the unfolding history

of Canada. It is timely work in terms of current reflection, examination, and questioning of the
multicultural paradigm that has shaped Canadian identity for at least the past forty years.
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
