financial need, and community involvement. The amount of the award varies according to the

institution the student will be attending.

ELIGIBILITY Residency requirements:
CRITERIA  Applicants must be Registered Indian, Inuit or Métis and must have been residents of Alberta during

their previous year of study. Applicants must have just completed their final year of high school and be
entering into the first year of post-secondary studies at an accredited Alberta post-secondary institute.

Courses to be considered in determining academic success:

Applicants will be evaluated based on the results as shown on their Alberta Education High School
transcript. The top five courses with a minimum five credit value will be averaged to determine a
percentage score.

Other considerations:
Students must be enrolling in the first year of any full-time post-secondary certificate or diploma program
of two or more years duration.

Financial need and community involvement will also be evaluated in determining the recipients of the
scholarship.

Students will be ineligible if receiving more than $3,500 in other awards, bursaries, or scholarships for
the current academic year.

Students should be in grade 12 in the year they apply.

VALUE  Three awards will be issued each year. Values are based on the institution the individual is
attending. Awards range from $375 to $1,250.
