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Using examples from current pro-oil sands public relations campaigns, this presentation will utilize the theoretical lens of 
psychoanalytic thinker Jacques Lacan to argue that in such advertisements oil is presented as a fetishized object or the objet 

petit a-“the object cause of desire” whose possession is seen to heal all economic, political and ecological ills.
