around a combination of class lectures, demongtsidf testing and scoring procedures, in-class
observation of students administering intellectaats to each other, case study presentations chdtes
participation in test administration and scoringreises. The second component will be based on a
practicum placement with a Registered Psychologigler whose field supervision the student will
practice the administration of intellectual testtédes in an applied setting and be responsille fo
developing interpretation and report writing skilNote: Enrolment may be limited by availability of
approved practicum placement sites.
