“The 
Métis Nation of Alberta and its affi liates, in partnership with Concordia 
University of Edmonton, have reached an agreement to create a 
$500,000 endowment in perpetuity. As part of this agreement, the 
Métis Nation of Alberta will invest $250,000 and Concordia University 
of Edmonton will provide an in-kind contribution totalling $250,000 
over the next 10 years. In making this announcement, I am aware that 
this contribution on behalf of future generations of Métis citizens 
could not be possible without the relationships and partnerships that 
we have created with the Métis community and stakeholders across 
the province.”
