Grant Guidelines 
The scholarship is open to any female identifying student who: 

- Is enrolled full-time in an accredited Alberta based university, college or trade school. The 

student must be able to provide proof of enrollment. 

- Is enrolled in an entrepreneurship program, involved in a startup/social enterprise, or, part 

of an entrepreneurship association (i.e. on or off campus). 

- Demonstrates a high ambition and desire to be an entrepreneur or business owner. 

Funds must be used for enrollment to a full-time two, three or four-year program.
