Instructions:

In your letter, please state the length of time and the capacity in which you know the applicant. Describe their
role, their activities and their accomplishments and how their service has impacted the organization or
community. In addition, please indicate if the applicant has demonstrated exceptional leadership or shows
potential for leadership. Using specific examples, explain how the applicant’s qualities and attributes
demonstrate worthiness for scholarship consideration.

Please ensure that the letter is typewritten on letterhead (if applicable), signed and includes your contact
information. To ensure confidentiality, we ask that you email or mail the Letter of Reference directly to the
address below. If sending by mail, be sure to seal the envelope and sign your name across the sealed flap. The
Financial Aid and Awards Office will not accept letters of reference that are not confidential and sent in this

manner.
