Sample Program

Below is a sample sequence of courses for your degree. Keep in mind that this is only an example; you
may find a different sequence works best for you. Also note that not all courses can be offered every
semester. So, please check our Course Timetables for course availability.

The normal full course load for undergraduate programs is 30 credits total for the Fall/Winter Session.
However, it is not mandatory that a student take 15 credits per semester to be considered a full-time
student. If you would like to take less courses each semester that is also acceptable - it will simply take
you longer to graduate. Please be advised that you need to take 9 credits per Fall / Winter semester to
be considered full time. We have highlighted (+) a few courses for your first year that we suggest you
prioritize for registration, should you choose to take less than 15 credits per semester.
